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1. Applications are invited for admission in September 2025 to programme leading to the 

Degree of Master of Journalism.  To be eligible for admission to the programme, a candidate: 

 

(a) shall comply with the General Regulations and the Regulations for Taught Postgraduate 

Curricula; 

(b) shall hold a Bachelor’s degree of this University or a qualification of equivalent standard 

from this University or another comparable institution accepted for this purpose; 

(c) for a candidate who is seeking admission on the basis of a qualification from a university 

or comparable institution outside Hong Kong of which the language of teaching and/or 

examination is not English, shall have a score of 587 or above (paper-based test) or 240 

or above (computer-based test) or 95 or above (Internet-based test) in the Test of English 

as a Foreign Language (TOEFL) or a minimum overall band of 7.0 with no subtest lower 

than 6.0 in International English Language Testing System (IELTS); and  

(d) shall satisfy the examiners in a qualifying examination, if required.   

 

An application for exemption from the above requirements shall be considered on a case by case 

basis.

Applicants applying for admission to the MJ programme are required to fulfill the above university 

admissions requirement and the programme specific requirement. 

 

2. The curriculum shall extend over not less than one and not more than two academic years 

for full-time study and not less than two and not more than three academic years for part-time 

study.
